Legal Training Facilitated by the
Suddhowala Jail Visit

10th May 2025

A glimpse into life at Jail was an
experiential learning for the students at the
Suddhowala district jail, who gained
knowledge on the facilities, the inmates
including convicts and undertrials and the
overcrowding capacity at a ratio of
1040:580. Members of the Legal Aid Centre
engaged in conversation with Mr Vivek
Shukla, the prison's deputy jailer on the
day-to-day operations of the jail
administration, the Mulakat Ghar, a special
location where prisoners can meet their
relatives, the juvenile barracks including
the access to library, free schooling, and a
structured physical training program,
recreational and entertainment amenities,
the jail hospital, which has 19 beds and
provides treatment to inmates suffering
from contagious diseases or substance
addiction, a quarantine barrack, the jail's
kitchen and bakery, besides the facilities
for solitary confinement, which are utilized
for inmates deemed harmful to others. The
Legal Aid Centre of the jail housing
advocates from the District Legal Services
Authority (DALSA) and Para Legal
Volunteers (PLVs), who assist inmates with
affidavits, bail procedures, legal awareness,
and appeals to higher authorities were
visited by the team that also visited the jail
factory, which provides employment and
skill-building opportunities to prisoners
and the women's barracks, where female
convicts are kept separated from male
Inmates.

The highlight of the visit was the exhibition
space was seen, where prisoners'-made
furniture is on display and for sale,
including chairs, laptop tables, and dining
tables ensuring their economic sustenance
and upskilling. The visit was facilitated
under the guidance of Pro-Vice Chancellor
UU and Dean, Law College Dehradun,
Director of Legal Aid Centre (Dr.) Rajesh
Bahuguna, Principal, Law College Dehradun,
Dy.

Cyber Shields & Legal Lines: Battling
Digital Threats in a Connected World

In the digital-first era of 2025, cyber
security is one of the most pressing
challenges facing individuals,
organizations, and governments. AS
technology continues to evolve—driven
by advancements in cloud computing,
artificial intelligence (Al), big data, and
the Internet of Things (IoT)—so too do
the threats that exploit it. Cyberattacks
are not just about data theft anymore;
they have real-world consequences,
from halting public services and
disrupting elections to endangering lives
through attacks on critical
infrastructure.

The Evolving Threat Landscape
Cyber threats today include a wide
spectrum of malicious activities:

e Ransomware attacks, which lock
down systems until payment is
made

e Phishing schemes, which trick users
into divulging sensitive information

e DDoS attacks (Distributed Denial of
Service), overwhelming websites
and networks

e Advanced Persistent Threats (APTSs)
from state-sponsored actors
targeting national security

With the rise of remote work and global
connectivity, the attack surface has widened,
leaving even small businesses and individual
users vulnerable.

The Role of Cyber Law

To counter these threats, legal systems
across the globe are enacting cyber laws that
define the rights, responsibilities, and
consequences of digital actions. These laws
aim to:

e Protect personal data

e Ensure accountability for data breaches

e Regulate the ethical use of emerging
technologies

e Define and penalize cybercrimes

Some landmark regulations include:

e EU's General Data Protection Regulation
(GDPR) — Focused on data privacy and
user consent

e U.S. Cybersecurity Information Sharing
Act (CISA) — Encourages data-sharing

Gender Neutrality in Criminal Laws:
Rethinking Sexual Offences Legislation

Criminal laws on sexual offences must
reflect equality, inclusion, and human
rights. Most judicial systems have viewed
sexual violence through a limited binary
lens—men as offenders, women as victims.
This outdated view ignores the realities of
modern society. Gender neutrality in law
aims to prevent discrimination based on
gender roles, challenging stereotypes like
“men are protectors,” “women are
nurturers,” and “transgender people are
have-nots.”

In India, laws remain largely gender-
specific. Section 375 IPC defines rape as an
act by a man against a woman. Even after
the 2013 amendment expanded definitions
of assault, it retained a gendered definition,
excluding male and transgender victims.

Recommendations for reform have not

been implemented, often dismissed because

women comprise the majority of reported
victims.

exual violence is a human rights issue—not
a gendered one. Men, women, transgender,

and non-binary people can all be victims or

perpetrators. Gender-neutral laws ensure:
e All survivors are acknowledged and
protected.
e Legal remedies aren’t denied due to
gender identity.
e Equality under constitutional and
human rights norms.

International Comparison:

e India: Gender-specific definition
of rape.

e UK: Gender-neutral in many
sections, but rape still requires
penile penetration.

e USA: Laws vary by state. Some
are gender-neutral, others remain
gendered. Federal laws now offer
broader protection.

Barriers to Reform:

e Fear of shifting focus from
women’s safety.

e Discomfort in recognizing male
and LGBTQ+ victims.

e Inadequate training for law
enforcement.

e Resistance from lawmakers and
judiciary due to societal norms
and legal traditions.

Despite progress—like
decriminalizing homosexuality and
recognizing transgender rights—India
resists broader reforms. Political
hesitation, fear of backlash, and
deeply rooted gender roles hinder
change.

Sexual violence doesn’t discriminate
—and neither should the law. Making
sexual offence laws gender-neutral is
a moral and legal necessity. It reflects
a commitment to equality, human
dignity, and a truly inclusive society.
Justice knows no gender.
